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Role of DVM specific to JI

The remarkable difference of DVM/JI and VVM/CDM comes from the nature that PDD of JI must be validated without the methodology approval process.

In the case of CDM, the role of the DOE is to assess whether the PDD applies the approved methodology appropriately.  It may mean that the capacity of the DOE can be somewhat limited; not enough to assess the methodology itself.

On the other hand, under JI, the AIE must have the competence whether the applied methodology itself would be consistent and also whether the proposed project applied the methodology appropriately.

In other words, each AIE shall have a capacity of the Methodology Panel and also of the DOE under CDM.

The DVM shall be the manual how to review the methodology in addition to the contents specified in the VVM under CDM.

As far as I know, the accreditation process of the AIE does not emphasis much on this point.  It means that many of the AIE staff may not be keen on assessing the methodology itself.  Therefore, the DVM shall play an important role to cover this point to ensure the framework of JI track 2 as a credible one.
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
