	Reference inconsistency: 

Paragraph 29 (a) that speaks about the additionality of the JI PoA makes a reference to paragraph 20 (h). However, the demonstration of additionality of the JI PoA is described in paragraph 20 (j). 
Similarly, Paragraph 29 (c) refers to operational and management arrangements in paragraph 20 (k), which are actually found in paragraph 20 (h).

	6. Determination referred to in paragraph 37 of the JI guidelines
	Paragraph 46 states that the monitoring period covered in each verification report of a JI PoA shall not overlap with previous monitoring period. 
This implies that a monitoring report for JI PoA has to include reports of all JPAs for the same time period. In case one or several JPA are delayed with reporting or their reports cannot be prepared for the specified time period, the reports of these JPAs will have to be omitted from the JI PoA monitoring report. According to the Paragraph 46 as it reads now, the monitoring reports of these JPAs cannot be included in the following verification report, and as a result their emission reductions will not be credited as ERUs. 
It should be emphasized that for practical reasons it may be difficult or impossible to synchronize the monitoring periods of multiple JPAs under one JI PoA. The start of JPAs will be different, and in some cases production cycles or internal record procedures of different owners may not allow for the reporting the exactly the same time period. 

Considering that similar issue occurs with some JI projects where monitoring periods of their components are different, this was addressed by JISC at its 13th meeting (“Annex 13. Clarification Regarding Overlapping Monitoring Periods under the Verification under the Joint Implementation Supervisory Committee”). Similarly, JI PoA consists of multiple components that are likely to face the same problem. 
I would suggest to apply the approach used in the abovementioned decision of the JISC to JI PoA as well. In this case Paragraph 46 of the draft JI PoA procedures should read as follows: 

“The monitoring period covered in each verification report of a JPA shall not overlap with previous monitoring periods of the same JPA.”

Some concerns were expressed regarding the feasibility of sampling and possible confusion in case a verification report does not include all JPA included in the PoA DD or reporting periods of JPAs are different. I would note that the number of JPAs selected during sampling depends on the total number of activities included in a particular verification report of JI PoA. In case some JPAs are added to the JI PoA the following verification report should use a greater sample size. Also, some of the JPAs originally included in the JI PoA DD may never be implemented and thus not included in the verification report. The sample size should reflect this as well. Therefore, JI PoA verification reports are likely to include different number of JPAs and sample size will probably vary from year to year in any case. 
Taking into account the likelihood of such variability in numbers, it is essential that an AIE keeps track of monitoring periods of each individual JPA (and not on the level of JI PoA) to make sure that double counting is avoided.
