As the JISC requested the Secretariat to launch a call for public input on possible topics related to the work of the JISC (e.g. further elaboration of the guidance on criteria for baseline setting and monitoring) to be included in the discussions of the upcoming workshop here comes a suggestion that could be interest to the JISC and the other stakeholders in Joint Implementation:
· Track 1 developments with particular emphasis on the inter-relationship with Track 2.
The rationale behind such suggestion is that the JISC’s workload will be fundamentally influenced by the uptake of Track 1 (i.e. the extent of Track 1 will define the projects going through JISC). To our knowledge, The Worldbank, OECD and SenterNovem have carried out investigations and analysis of the emerging Track 1 systems whilst only a handful of countries (New Zealand, Germany, and Romania) have taken active steps to develop and operationalising their own Track 1 systems. Sharing the experiences gained up to date and looking at various Track 1 the implications for JI could be an interesting subject for both the JISC and the audience.

As SenterNovem is carrying out a Technical Assistance project with the Ministry of Environment and Sustainable Development of Romania to develop procedures for Track 1 and this project is moving forward finalisation we would be in a position to share our findings with the audience (we had presented the initial steps of this project in February at the previous UNFCCC Technical Workshop).
